In penal colonies and prisons under
authoritarian regimes, drawing, writing,
embroidering, and collecting images is not
a leisure activity: it is a way of holding on,
of staying alive, of not disappearing into
the silence that power seeks to impose. The
50 works and accounts brought together
were produced by political prisoners-an
adolescent arrested for an anti-war action,
journalists, activists, scientists, teachers,
Ukrainian fighters and civilians-condemned
for their words, their actions, and their
refusal to remain silent.

Made on prison sheets, envelopes, notebook
pages or scraps of fabric, they bear the
mark of urgency and constraint: economy
of means, modest formats, obsessive
repetition of motifs (barbed wire, bars,
animals, suns, wings, slogans), mixtures of
text and image like in an intimate notebook
that would serve as evidence. The cell
becomes a studio, the daily life of the camp
— meals, searches, transfers, overcrowding —
1s transformed 1nto a visual narrative, and
humour, sometimes very dark, mingles with
visions of escape, peace and the future.

RESISTANGE IMPRISONED

Nadya Tolokonnikova, founder of Pussy
Riot, has herself experienced the penal
colony, forced labour and constant
surveillance before imagining Police
State, an installation that turns the cell
into a space of total art and connects her
experience to that of other detainees.
The works and accounts presented come
from individuals imprisoned for their
positions: symbolic actions against the war,
public statements, texts and images that
contradict the official narrative. They all
bear the mark of a confiscated freedom
of movement and thought, and find in
drawing, writing, or the object a way to
continue to exist, to speak, and to remain
connected to the outside world.

Presented at MOCA (Museum of
Contemporary Art, Los Angeles) and MCA
(Museum of Contemporary Art Chicago),
this work opens up a field that Resistance
Imprisoned extends: all the original works
in this exhibition were created by political
prisoners. Resistance Imprisoned continues,

outside major institutions, the work initiated
by Tolokonnikova at MOCA and MCA.

Given a martingale sequence of random fields that satisfies a natural assumption of bound-
edness, it is shown that the pointwise limit of this sequence can be modified in such a way that
a certain class of moduli of continuity is preserved.

At the start of Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, artist Lyudmila
Razumova and her husband Alexander Martynov posted news
about the war on social media and painted anti-war graffiti.

The last inscription before their arrest read “Ukraine, forgive us,’
painted on the pedestal of a “Katyusha” war memorial on the
Moscow—Kalinin highway. Razumova described the graffiti as

a “cry of shame and despair” and said the phrase was an act of
repentance, not vandalism.

She was convicted of “disseminating false information about
the army” and “vandalism motivated by political hatred.” Her
husband took a softer, apolitical position in court, after which
Razumova said she lost respect and love for him.

F'SB officers threatened to beat him, rape him, or commit him to
a psychiatric hospital. While in detention, Egor developed liver
fibrosis against a background of autoimmune hepatitis. Despite
holding a disability status, the court refused to release him on
humanitarian grounds.

”And what is there to live for? To create-at least in one’s
immediate surroundings - a favorable, honest atmosphere; to
foster a microclimate of kindness and mutual understanding.
That is how I envision the goal for an ordinary person-a citizen of
Russia-for the year 2025,” Egor writes from the penal colony.
